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Social Cinema is a series of temporary, travelling outdoor cinemas, each installed for one night only in sites along the London Architecture Biennale (LAB) route. On the warm evenings between 16 and 25 June 2006, the cinemas will be a central part of the Biennale experience, with films about, set in, or commenting on London and its architecture projected upon the city itself. 

Sited along the Biennale route between Exmouth Market and the Millennium Bridge, the cinemas will screen both rarely seen films and lectures from the extensive Architectural Association archives alongside more famous works including A Clockwork Orange, London Belongs to Me or The Lady Killers. 

Social Cinema locations and films include:

Saturday 17 June – the Car Wash wall adjacent to The Zetter hotel off Clerkenwell Road 

Tuesday 20 June – AA @ Scoop in the More London development near Tower Hill

Material from the AA's photo/film library archive will be juxtaposed with work from the last year in the life of the school.

Friday 23 June - The Finsbury Health Centre (by the architect Berthold Lubetkin, one of the most important figures in modern architecture)

Saturday 24 June Paul’s Walk, underneath the Millennium Bridge overlooking the River Thames.

Buildings become screens, steps become seating, houses become projection booths and un-built spaces become auditoria. Each cinema will be installed and dismantled over two days, engaging a different audience in each location. 

Cummings and Lewandowska’s widely acclaimed project Enthusiasm at the Whitechapel Gallery in London (designed with Thomas and du Toit) screened found and forgotten films made by Polish amateurs under Socialism. For more information please look at www.chanceprojects.com and www.51pct.com
